Communism and democracy are two
contrasting political and economic
: ideologies that shape governance,
. resource distribution, and social

order. While democracy emphasizes
” individual liberty, elections, and a

‘ _ market-driven economy, it advo-
1 cates collective ownership, equality,
Eal and a classless society.

Supporters of communism argue that it offers certain advan-
tages over democracy, particularly in addressing economic
inequality and ensuring social justice.One of the primary
strengths of communism lies in its focus on equality. Under
this system, wealth and resources are distributed according
to need rather than profit. This reduces the wide gap be-
tween the rich and the poor that often persists in democra-
cies, where economic freedom can lead to exploitation and
monopolies. In a communist state, every citizen is guaran-
teed basic necessities such as food, shelter, education, and
healthcare, thereby minimizing poverty and unemploy-
ment.Another advantage 1s its capacity for long-term plan-
ning. Since production and industries are centrally man-
aged, policies can be directed toward national development
without the constant pressure of electoral politics. This cre-
ates stability, as leadership does not change frequently, and
decisions are not influenced by populist demands. Unlike in
democracies, where policymaking is often slowed by debates
and compromises, communism allows quick and decisive
action.
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Additionally, communism fosters unity by promoting collective
welfare over individual gain. It discourages divisive elements
such as caste, religion, or regionalism, which often play a sig-
nificant role in democratic politics. This focus on collective
identity strengthens social cohesion and reduces conflicts driven
by personal ambition or competitive elections.

[f India were to adopt communism, the effects would be transfor-
mative. Economic inequality—one of India’s biggest challeng-
es—could be significantly reduced. Wealth concentration in the
hands of a few industrialists might give way to collective owner-
ship of major industries, and land reforms could benefit farmers
and workers. Universal access to healthcare and education could
uplift millions from poverty

However, such a shift would also mean the end of multiparty de-
mocracy and individual political freedoms. While inequality and
corruption might decrease, the loss of electoral choice could
generate discontent. Ultimately, India under communism would
likely see stronger social welfare but reduced political plurality.

The System Fails Her: Justice and Delay in India’s Dowry Cases

The heartbreaking case of Nikki Bhati from Greater Noida has reignited nationwide outrage over the per-
sistent scourge of dowry-related violence in India. Married in 2016, Nikki endured years of harassment
and abuse at the hands of her husband, Vipin Bhati, and his family, who allegedly demanded a car and
over 235 lakh in dowry. On August 21, 2025, she was brutally assaulted and set ablaze in her matrimonial
home, sustaining 70% burn injuries that ultimately claimed her life.

Disturbing video evidence, recorded by Nikki’s sister—who was also married into the same family—cap-
tured her being dragged by her hair before being engulfed in flames. The harrowing footage shocked the

nation and spurred swift police action. Vipin was arrested and injured during an attempted escape, while his mother, Dayawati,
and other relatives were taken into custody. The FIR invokes provisions of the Bhartiya Nyaya Sanhita for murder, assault, and
criminal conspiracy.The National Commission for Women has demanded an urgent report, while public protests have erupted,
with Nikki’s father calling for the death penalty for those responsible. This case once again exposes deep-rooted cultural and
systemic failures that allow dowry practices to persist despite stringent legal prohibitions.

It underscores the pressing need for stronger law enforcement, heightened public awareness, and transformative societal change
to safeguard women from such horrific abuse and ensure that justice is not merely promised, but delivered.

Manaswini Kumar(M) and Ms. Jahnvi Singh(J) (Educator, Dept. of English, DPS Patna East)

M-How do you balance teaching grammar, literature, and writing skills in your classroom?

J-For me, literature is not just a subject—it’s a beautiful journey of storytelling. It’s about sharing experiences, listening
to the children’s world, and connecting emotions. Grammar isn’t a set of rules; it’s something we explore playfully, like
a game. And writing... writing is where a child’s imagination, creativity, and inner voice take shape on the page. When
blended thoughtfully, these three—literature, grammar, and writing—make English a living, breathing experience, not
just a subject to be studied.

M-What strategies do you use to make complex literary texts accessible and engaging for students?

J-I make complex texts fun by turning them into conversations, stories, and debates that students can live in. NEP talks
about experiential and competency-based learning—so I bring in role-plays, real-world examples, and even memes some-
times! The idea is to make literature not a dusty book on a shelf, but something they can feel, question, and even argue
with.

M-How do you motivate reluctant readers or students who dislike English?

J-Many students shy away from English because understanding, pronunciation, or comprehension feels like a wall they
can’t climb. I focus on those core struggles and celebrate every small win—a word spoken well, a sentence understood.
That little spark of success turns hesitation into curiosity, and gradually, reluctance gives way to confidence.

M-Can you share an example of a creative activity that successfully engaged your students?

J-Once, I asked students who weren’t getting along to share appreciative words about their peers. At first it felt awkward,
but gradually they opened up, and in the process, they not only bonded better but also learned the art of apprecia-
tion—something I feel is a life skill as important as academics.

M-How do you assess a student’s proficiency in reading, writing, speaking, and listening?

J-IT use a healthy mix of formal and informal assessments—reading tasks, creative and analytical writing, presentations,
debates, and listening exercises. What makes it richer is peer feedback, self-reflection, and classroom observations, which
go beyond traditional testing to give me a holistic view of a student’s proficiency.

M-How do you use digital tools or online resources to enhance English learning?
J-T use simple tools like videos, online quizzes, and interactive presentations—they make lessons more engaging and help
students connect with English beyond the textbook.

M-What’s your favourite literary work to teach, and why?

J-In the CBSE curriculum we usually deal with excerpts and poems rather than complete works. But if I had the freedom,
I’d love to teach Simone de Beauvoir’s The Second Sex. It’s bold, thought-provoking, and it pushes students to question
social constructs, which is exactly what literature should do—ignite dialogue, not just deliver answers.

M-What inspired you to become an English teacher?

J-For me, literature and language have always been a window into human experiences. The idea that I can help young
minds question, imagine, and express themselves freely, that’s what pulled me into teaching English, and honestly, it still
excites me every single day.

M-Imagine you are teaching Shakespeare to a group of students wheo find it boring. How would you make it exciting?
J-If my students found Shakespeare boring, I'd constantly draw parallels between his text and our real-time scenarios.
By comparing the history, characters, and conflicts with situations they personally relate to, the plays stop feeling like
distant literature and start becoming mirrors of their own world—and that instantly makes them more engaging.

Manaswini Kumar(M) with Frau Janhvi Singh(J) (Department of English), DPS Patna East

M: Wie balancieren Sie Grammatik, Literatur und Schreiben im Unterricht?

J: Fiir mich ist Literatur nicht nur ein Fach, sondern eine Reise voller Geschichten. Wir horen zu, erzihlen und fithlen.
Grammatik ist kein langweiliges Regelbuch — wir spielen damit wie in einem Spiel. Schreiben ist der Ort, wo Kinder ihre
Fantasie und Stimme zeigen. Zusammen machen Literatur, Grammatik und Schreiben das Fach Englisch lebendig.

M: Welche Methoden benutzen Sie, um schwierige Texte interessant zu machen?
J: Ich verwandle schwere Texte in Gespriache, kleine Theaterstiicke oder Diskussionen. Manchmal benutze ich sogar
Memes oder Beispiele aus dem Alltag. So wird Literatur nicht langweilig, sondern spannend und nah am Leben.

M: Wie motivieren Sie Schiiler, die kein Englisch mégen?

M: Welches literarische Werk unterrichten Sie am liebsten?

J: Im CBSE-Plan gibt es oft nur Ausschnitte und Gedichte. Aber wenn ich wéhlen diirfte, wiirde ich Das andere Geschlecht
von Simone de Beauvoir unterrichten. Es ist mutig, tief und regt zum Nachdenken an. Literatur soll Fragen stellen, nicht
nur Antworten geben.

M: Warum sind Sie Englischlehrer geworden?
J: Sprache und Literatur 6ffnen Fenster zu Erfahrungen. Die Idee, dass Schiiler durch mich lernen kénnen, zu fragen, zu
triumen und sich frei auszudriicken — das motiviert mich jeden Tag.

M: Wie machen Sie Shakespeare spannend fiir Schiiler, die ihn langweilig finden?

J: Ich zeige, wie seine Figuren und Probleme mit unserer Welt heute verbunden sind. Wenn Schiiler Parallelen zu ihrem
Leben sehen, werden die Stiicke interessant und fiithlbar.
